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National results:

o DPIL participants experience increased frequency of reading at home, greater
family engagement and interest around books, and a home literacy environment
enhanced by the significant number of books delivered.

o DPIL participants also show evidence of improved sKkills directly related to
kindergarten readiness, namely letter identification, phonologic awareness, and
letter naming fluency.

o An urban school district found that DPIL participants scored better on the
language and math sections of its validated kindergarten readiness indicator than
nonparticipants.

Local results:

o There are currently 4,939 Hartford children aged birth-five enrolled in our free
book-subscription program; that is just under 70% of all eligible children.
